Student work is poorly organized and penmanship needs improvement.

1 Minimal effort but at least one correct step related to the problem is shown.

Concepts are misunderstood or incompletely applied. 

OR

Correct answers are given, but no supporting work is shown. Work is not clearly organized and penmanship is barely readable.

0 Student shows lack of effort. There is no evidence of understanding any of the 

principles, algorithms, or concepts. No meaningful mathematical work is shown. Penmanship is unreadable.

4 Student shows grasp of the major concepts of the problem or question. Some minor part of the problem or answer may be missing or incomplete. There may be some minor computational, grammatical, capitalization, or spelling errors, but they do not indicate a lack of understanding of the major concepts underlying the problem or question. Student demonstrates good penmanship.

3 Student shows lack of understanding of some of the major concepts of the 

problem or question. Some major part of the problem or question may be missing or incomplete. Computational, grammatical, capitalization, and spelling errors are common. Student’s penmanship needs improvement.

2 Minimal effort but at least one correct step or part related to the problem or question is shown or answered. Concepts are misunderstood or incompletely applied or explained. Computational, grammatical, capitalization, and spelling errors and penmanship interfere with the readability of the answer. 

OR


Correct answers are given, but no supporting evidence is given.

1 Student shows lack of effort. There is no evidence of understanding any of the 

principles, algorithms, or concepts. No meaningful answer is given. Penmanship, grammatical, capitalization, and spelling errors makes the answer completely unreadable.
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
