SAINT MARY’S CHINESE DAY SCHOOL

Application and Admissions Policy

All children applying to Saint Mary’s are required to take an entrance exam.

New Kindergarten students should be 5 years old* on or before December 1st of the school year in which they are enrolling. Testing will determine social and emotional readiness. The school reserves the right to make exceptions.

New First Grade students must be 6 years old* on or before December 1st of the year in which they are enrolling and / or have completed Kindergarten.

*All ages must be certified by a birth or baptismal certificate.

Upper Grade students who are transferring from other schools must arrange to provide a copy of their health and academic records to insure their admission to proper classes.

Physical examination is required when a student enters Saint Mary’s for the first time. Immunization records against polio, diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, measles, rubella / German measles, mumps, varicella (chickenpox), tuberculin, and hepatitis B (3-dose series) must be complete and on file before students can be admitted to class.

Non-immigrant foreign students, in addition, need a qualifying visa approved by the Department of Justice, Immigration and Naturalization Service.

The school’s admission process involves the following:

1. An orientation meeting for the parents and an interview of the applicant by the Principal or her / his delegate.

2. A grade-level readiness test.

3. Filing of baptismal / birth certificates and complete immunization records.

4. Providing records from previous pre-schools / schools.

5. Payment of non-refundable Application & Testing fee of $55.00

The following is the acceptance policy, after the above criteria has been met:

1. Catholics will be chosen first;

2. Sisters and Brothers next;

3. Children of alumni next;

4. Remaining children will then be given placement or waiting status
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
